Avian Nutrition

Many Avian diseases can be prevented by good husbandry and nutrition.  Unlike dogs and cats bird nutrition can be very specialized depending on the species of bird and where that bird came from.  Some birds are foragers of seeds and insects while others such Hummingbirds and Lorikeets are nectar eaters.  New owners of non-native species must study what region of the world their bird came from.  Important factors include what segment of the canopy the bird normally lives in, humidity, amounts of ultraviolet light, temperature ranges, and day light lengths must all be factored into proper housing and nutrition.  Please contact our office for an appointment to discuss nutritional counseling on your particular bird.
